Wem Carnival Safety Guidelines.
Due to legislation regarding Health & Safety issues, we are obliged to issue advice and guidelines to all entrants. Please therefore read and take note of all the points listed below then sign and return a copy of this document with your Parade Entry Form.

Adhering to these instructions will ensure we all have an enjoyable Carnival Day. 
The following guidelines have been produced by Wem Carnival Committee. They are not exhaustive and may not cover every aspect of your group/entry. We have based the information on experience of previous carnivals, common sense and information given to us. If there is anything you are unsure about, please do not hesitate to contact us for clarification.

Remember your group is responsible for your part in the Carnival. Wem Carnival do their upmost to consider the safety of all those involved, performing risk assessments as well as having Public Liability Insurance which covers all aspects of the carnival except from floats, which come under the providers company insurance.
General Guidelines for Carnival Procession Entrants

These guidelines are designed to give advice and help you keep your group and spectators safe. If you have any concerns, questions or need further information, please do not hesitate to contact us on info@wemcarnival.co.uk
Route: Floats, bands, dance troupes and fancy-dress participants will set off from Pyms Road under the direction of the Event Safety Officer and Procession Leader only. The procession will proceed along Pym’s Road, Summerfied Road, Station Road, Aston Street, High Street, Lowe Hill Road before turning back into Pym’s Road. 

1. All groups should nominate a safety coordinator to be responsible for safety coordination and welfare of your people in the Carnival. Please make sure that this safety person is known to Wem Carnival Committee by completing the appropriate section in your entry form, so they can liaise with organisers both before and during the day.

2. Ensure the driver of your vehicle has received a copy of this information and has read and understood the contents prior to setting off in the parade.

3. Ensure you have made adequate arrangements to assemble your group and to have a safe muster point in the case of an emergency.

4. Be aware of any special needs of members of your group, e.g., medication, inhalers etc and ensure provisions are readily available.

5. Always keep up with the participants in front of you, whilst maintaining a safe distance behind. Lagging behind and allowing gaps to occur, allows the public in to the gaps or cut across and can be dangerous.

6. Always follow the advice given by Wem Carnival Committee, organisers, official stewards or by he Police, Emergency Services or Security.

7. Please ensure you have the appropriate equipment for the weather, e.g., sun screen and water in hot weather. Although first aid is provided, we recommend you carry a first aid kit.

8. Please do not consume alcohol during the parade.

9. If your entry includes anything on wheels, please ensure it is operated/pushed by a responsible adult. Please do not allow children to be responsible for any breaking devices.
Advice for Floats & Lorries
IT IS ESSENTIAL THAT DRIVERS OF VEHICLES ARE AWARE THAT THEY ARE LEGALLY RESPONSIBLE FOR THE SAFETY OF THEIR LOAD WHETHER IT BE PASSENGERS OR DECORATIONS AND COULD FACE PROSECUTION BY THE POLICE IF THE LOAD IS DEEMED UNSAFE. WE ASK THAT YOUR FLOAT MARSHALLS ARE VIGILANT AND LIASE WITH THE DRIVER AT ALL TIMES. Example: a child sitting along the edge of the float is an unsafe load. Action: the vehicle should be stopped, and the child moved to safety.
1. All vehicles and trailers must be fit for use on the public highway with a current MOT Certificate, appropriate vehicle insurance and be correctly taxed.
2. Nobody should embark or disembark from the float whilst the engine of the vehicle is turned on.
3. Floats must assemble on Pymms Road, NOT Thomas Adams Access Road.
4. The Access Route to the Carnival Gala Field should be always kept free of obstruction to ensure emergency vehicles are able to gain access or exit.
5. No part of the vehicle or float theme will exceed 14’6” above floor level.
6. Any themes using powered moving parts or danger zones should be adequately guarded.
7. Ensure that no-one is standing or seated around the edge of the float.
8. Young children on floats should be seated and adequately supervised by an adult.
9. Ensure that no objects can fall over or off the float and that no objects (including water, confetti or sweets) are thrown into the crowd.
10. Smoking and consumption of alcohol on floats is strictly prohibited.
Advice for Groups using Generators.

1. The generator must be positioned away from combustible material and have adequate ventilation.
2. Generators should be filled prior to use and must only be refilled when generator is not in use and vehicle is stationary.
3. In the case of fire, please notify the Fire Service to attend.
Advice for Marching Bands, Dance Troupes & Walking Fancy Dress

Bands, Dance troupes and Walking Fancy Dress should be particularly aware of the following risks.
1. Ensure any costumes and props used are fit for purpose and will not break or be affected by weather conditions at the time.
2. Be aware of low trees and street furniture, costumes should be no taller than 13ft.
3. Large costumes can be a fire hazard, be aware of people smoking and naked flames. 
4. If you have young children in your group, position them in the centre of your group  so they are not immediately exposed to potential dangers from vehicles and crowds.
5. Ensure you have sufficient marshals to look after your performers, give them water and release from their costumes quickly in case of an emergency.
Crowd Safety Notes for All Participants

Some parts of the procession route are heavily congested and difficult to manoeuvre. Both security and procession marshals have an essential function in ensuring safe passage of vehicles and participants in these areas.
In particular we ask you to:

1. Stay in the centre of the road, there is always a possibility of people falling or being pushed into the road where there are no safety barriers.

2. Allocate responsible adults to walk alongside vehicles in congested areas.

3. Keep the flow of the procession. Gaps are hazardous as they allow spectators (and sometimes vehicles) to go between procession vehicles causing obvious danger.

4. DO NOT encourage spectators in to the road by handing out leaflets, or gifts from your float. No advertising material, gifts, edibles samples or other objects may be thrown or distributed from any moving vehicle or float.

5. DO NOT encourage coin throwing. This can cause injury- particularly to eyes and young children. If coins are thrown at your float, please bring it to the immediate attention of the nearest marshal.

6. Please follow all instructions given by the procession coordinator, security team or Police and follow the procession marshals at all times.
7. In the event of Emergency Service Vehicle needing access, please go to the LEFT HAND SIDE of the road to allow safe passage of the emergency service vehicle.
The Carnival Committee reserve the right to refuse entrance to the Carnival if the rules are not adhered to and the entrance fee will be non returnable.
